Plymate made Motion to accept request by McVay’s to be annexed, Second by Murphy. All voted “Aye”. Motion carried. 
– 2nd reading for Ordinance 2011-10 was held. There was a question the attorney was going to look into, but advise it was OK to go ahead with 2nd reading. Runyan made Motion to accept , 2nd reading, Seconded by Plymate. All voted “Aye”. Motion carried.
