RESOLUTION OF ANNEXATION OF REAL PROPERTY 2016-13


WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of the City of Piedmont has conducted a study pursuant to SDCL 9-4-4.1 to determine the need for annexing the within described territory contiguous to the City of Piedmont, identifying the resources necessary to extend the municipal boundaries, and to determine and identify the territory, which study includes a document entitled “City of Piedmont Annexation Study of Area Commonly Known as Sacora Station Restaurant and Trailer Court,”  filed in the office of the City Finance Officer; and,
WHEREAS said study recommends that certain territory described therein, and legally described in this resolution, be annexed to and included within the boundaries of the City of Piedmont,

WHEREAS the Board of Trustees of the City of Piedmont conducted a public hearing at the City Hall, 111 2nd Street, Piedmont, South Dakota on the 24th day of October 2016 and adopted a Resolution entitled, “Resolution of Intent to Annex Real Property 2016-10” on the 24th day of October 2016; and, 

WHEREAS the Board of Trustees of the City of Piedmont held a public hearing to consider the extension of its boundaries and adoption of Resolution of Annexation at the City Hall, 111 2nd Street, Piedmont, South Dakota, on the 3rd day of November, 2016.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City of Piedmont that the Board of Trustees of the City of Piedmont finds as follows: 

1. That ample and suitable resources exist to accommodate the orderly growth and development of the below described territory;

2. That the estimated difference in tax assessment rate for the residents in the below described territory is estimated to be a mill levy difference of 2.497 and the addition of city sales tax in the area;

3. That any exclusions and irregularities in boundary lines are not the result of arbitrariness;

4. That there is a reasonable present need for annexation of the below described territory, including but not limited to:

a. A need for consistent development in the area and providing for utilities in a consistent manner throughout the area;

b. Provide for the proper regulation of the area in conjunction with the municipality that surrounds it on three sides;

c. Have consistency in regulations and enforcement throughout the below described territory and the neighboring areas;

d. Provide for proper road maintenance in the area;

e. Ensure protection of natural resources in the area;

f. Ensure compliance with state law and connections to appropriate water systems;

g. Control density and overcrowding of residents and manufactured homes on below described territory;

h. Ensure adequate capacity of the septic systems on the below described territory and address the failure to adequately operate and maintain the same;

i. Protect from an increased risk of fire danger due to density and overcrowding and age of manufactured homes on the below described territory;

j. Protect from a risk of contamination of water sources due to the inadequate septic systems in place; and

5. That the population and census data indicate that the City of Piedmont has and will continue to experience growth and development beyond its present boundaries.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of the City of Piedmont that the following described territory shall be annexed to and included within the boundaries of the City of Piedmont:

Lot B of Tract 1 of Honerkamp Subdivision, located in the NW¼SW¼ of Section

14 and the NE¼SE¼ of Section 15, Township 3 North, Range 6 East of Black Hills Meridian, Meade County, South Dakota, as shown by the Plat recorded in Plat Book 16 on Page 24. 

LOT H1 of Lot B of Tract 1 of Honerkamp Subdivision, Meade County, South

Dakota, as shown on the plat filed in Plat Book 22 on Page 23.

All right of ways and/or H lots adjacent to or within the above described property EXCEPTING the Interstate 90 right of ways.

And, as the annexation is necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health and/or safety, that this resolution becomes effective upon publication.
