January 6, 2009
Approved Meeting Minutes

The regular meeting of the Piedmont Board of Trustees was called to order at 7:30 p.m. on Tuesday, January 6, 2009, beginning with the Pledge of Allegiance.
In Attendance: Phil Anderson, Jack Parks, and Dennis Price.
Absent: Dave Murphy and Kim Plymate.

- Parks made Motion to accept minutes as read for the December 16th meeting, seconded by Price. All voted “Aye”. Motion carried. 
Parks made Motion to accept the minutes as read for the Hearing for the Liquor License Renewals on December 18th, seconded by Price. All voted “Aye”. Motion carried.

-Finance Report: Report was presented in a new format and Trustees liked the way it worked. Resolution needs to be made by February meeting to show bills paid in 2009 from the 2008 Budget.  Price made Motion to approve the presented bills, seconded by Parks. All voted “Aye”. Motion carried. 
-Planning & Zoning: nothing discussed
.-Library Board: There were some bids presented for the bathroom renovations. These were for Plumbing and electrical only. 
 -Park Board: John & Marie Honerkamp have started to collect donations for the Merry-Go-Round they want to see put in the Park. They have chosen the unit, which meets safety regulations, and have a price quote.  Parks made Motion that we accept this proposal as long as all monies come from donations. Seconded by Price. There was discussion in other ways to help raise money, like a Breakfast feed. All voted “Aye”. Motion carried.
-Street Maintenance: Price showed the post ends for the road barrier he made. There was discussion as to how to make the signage legal. Parks presented the price for materials to make a second set, totaling about $50.00, which will come from the 2009 Budget. Anderson made Motion to approve buying the supplies. Parks seconded. All voted “Aye”. Motion carried. – There was discussion about how to haul the Chain link fence that has been purchased. A couple possibilities were presented but it won’t happen until Spring. – There was discussion that an inventory needs to be done of our cement culverts and what our needs are to see if we need to be looking at purchasing more. This was turned over to the Planning Board. – Also discussed was the necessity to look into bids to blade our roads in the Spring and snow removal after June 1st, because the County will no longer do this for us.  

-Annexation: C. Swallow presented survey of properties that would like to be annexed. This area includes 6 lots, 5 which have homes on them and 1 3-acre lot which belongs to the school. There are legal issues to look into. – Also discussed was our plans to annex toward StageBarn Canyon. Information will start to be put together so that a petition can go out soon.
-Old Business: Anderson will check on the cost for Beacon, GIS system.
-New Business: There was discussion about a need for an Ordinance for Park use. It was turned over to the Park Board to come up with the rules so that an Ordinance can be written. Also discussed was the future of our “ice rink”. A young lady fell and had to get stitches, so although this is something that has been done for many years, we now need to check into our liability for the future. In the meantime, signs have been posted. – It was brought up that the Meat Market is using a refrigerated truck that runs all night and is a bit noisy. Parks will go talk to them and see how this can be handled. – Anderson made Motion that a team of Murphy and Wieczorek will work together to come up with our Building Ordinance. Seconded by Parks. All voted “Aye”. Motion carried.
- Parks made Motion that we go into Executive Session. Seconded by Price. 9:00 p.m.

-Parks made Motion that we come out of Executive Session. Seconded by Price.

There being nothing else, Parks made Motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Price. All voted “Aye”. Motion carried.
Meeting adjourned at 10:20 p.m.
