
PIEDMONT ORDINANCE 2017-04
AN ORDINANCE REPEALING ORDINANCE 2009-2 DATED May 19, 2009 AND AMENDING TITLE FIVE OF THE PIEDMONT MUNICIPAL CODE TO REDEFINE THE REQUIREMEENTS FOR SPECIAL EVENTS TEMPORARY LICENSES
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF PIEDMONT IT IS HEREBY ADOPTED THE FOLLOWING ORDINANCE THAT AMENDS SECTION 5.05(F) OF TITLE 5

That Section 5.05(F) is hereby repealed and replaced with the following:

A. The City may issue special events temporary on-sale licenses, in conjunction with a special event within the city, to any civic, charitable, educational, fraternal, or veterans organization, or any licensee, pursuant to SDCL § 35-4-124, its successors, or otherwise allowed by applicable state law.  Any license issued pursuant to this subsection may be issued for a period of time established by the Board of Trustees.
1. A license issued pursuant to this subsection shall be issued to the organization and location specified on the application. Notwithstanding SDCL § 35-4-2(12) and (18), the fee for each of these licenses is $50 per day. Each application shall be accompanied by the fee prior to consideration by the City. 
2. The City may not issue a license pursuant to this subsection for a period that exceeds 15 consecutive days.
3. Applications for a license pursuant to this subsection shall be made on forms prescribed by the City’s Finance Officer and shall be verified by the oath of the applicant, if an individual, and if a corporation, by an officer of the corporation. The application must contain the information as the City’s Finance Officer requires, and must show that the applicant is eligible for the license for which application is made.
4. All applications for a license pursuant to this subsection to be issued by the City shall be initially submitted to the City’s Finance Officer, who shall submit the application to the Board of Trustees, who shall have the discretion to approve or disapprove the application, depending on whether it deems the applicant a suitable person to hold the license and whether it considers the proposed location suitable. The Board of Trustees may require that the applicant provide proof of insurance for the special event as well as proof that precautions will be taken to ensure alcohol will be properly handled and not provided to any person less than 21 years of age. The Board of Trustees has discretion to impose other conditions on the special event licensee in order to maintain the public peace, health, and safety, as it deems necessary. 
5.  No public hearing is required for the issuance of a license pursuant to this section if the individual applying for the license holds an alcoholic beverage license in the municipality, or holds an operating agreement for a municipal alcoholic beverage license, so long as the license is to be used in a publicly-owned facility.
